Winter issues in housing area


In order to retain heat in your house and to keep unwelcome furry creatures out of your building, be sure to keep the stairwell doors closed whenever possible.


It is also important to keep the stairwell doors closed in order to prevent frozen pipes.


Due to the unique construction of German buildings, it is necessary during the winter to open your windows to provide circulation throughout your house.   A few minutes each day is all that is needed.  Recommended is 10-15 minutes per day.

235th BSB Policy Letter 8 states that the “Tank Trial“ was not designed for POV traffic.  The tank trail is a concrete road that is not safe for POV travel.  All vehicles with a USAREUR driver’s license will not travel on the tank trail.    POVs are to travel on the German public roads connecting Illesheim, Urfersheim, Westheim, Sontheirm and Obernzenn.  Violations of this policy will range from a 7-day to 12-month suspension of driving privileges depending on the number of offenses.
