It’s getting to be tick season…it is very important to be careful when exposed to grassy wooded areas where insects live.  Ticks also carry a virus that can cause severe brain inflammation called Encephalitis and a disease called Lyme disease.  Symptoms of these illnesses are diverse and often occur in early and late phase.  Symptoms widely vary from person to person.  Any one symptom may fail to appear, and symptoms may overlap in various combinations.  It ranges from skin rash, fever/flu-like symptoms to headaches, fatigue to joint stiffness and meningitis symptoms.  Parents be aware that when your children play in grassy wooded areas, they are at high risk of being exposed to ticks.  Always check your child from head to toe to detect ticks and to remove them.  Helpful tips to avoid ticks while outdoors are, use bug repellent containing DEET, wear long sleeve shirts tucked in pants, and long pants tucked into socks or shoes.

Passport Change of Policy:


As of Monday 8 April all passports will be printed in the US.  This change is being implemented as an extra security measure to protect all Americans and ensure the integrity of our travel documents.  The new passports will be photodigitized and will include the best security features currently available.  The role of U.S. consulates and embassies, including Frankfurt, will otherwise remain the same.


The work and procedures of the passport agents  -- Personnel Service Battalion (PSB) -- on the bases will continue as always. They will accept passport and reports of birth applications and will also assist military ID card holders in completing the forms.  Frankfurt will continue to accept applications from the bases (via courier or APO), review evidence, do name checks, collect appropriate fees and approve applications in accordance with current policy.


Emergencies:  As of April 8, only emergency passports (which cannot be extended and will be issued for a maximum of one year) will be printed at a consulate or embassy, including Frankfurt.  Procedures for emergencies are already in place and will continue to be worked out between the PSB/MSS on the bases and their passport counterparts in Frankfurt.  Any military ID card holder with an emergency that requires same-day service must -- as always -- first go to their PSB/MSS to request a control number, which will enable them to go to the Frankfurt Consulate to get their passport the same day.





Tank Trail Road to Obernzenn:  


235th BSB Policy Letter 8 states that the “Tank Trail“ was not designed for POV traffic.  The tank trail is a concrete road that is not safe for POV travel.  All vehicles with a USAREUR driver’s license will not travel on the tank trail.    POVs are to travel on the German public roads connecting Illesheim, Urfersheim, Westheim, Sontheirm and Obernzenn.  Violations of this policy will range from a 7-day to 12-month suspension of driving privileges depending on the number of offenses.  Individuals involved in an accident may also be found “Not in the Line of Duty” during the investigations.  Please call AST at 467-4515 for more info.
